Criminal Procedure - Reviews in terms of Chapter 30 of Act 51 of 1977 - special review in terms of section 304A of Act 51 of 1977 - applies only to review proceedings before sentence - review in terms of section 304(4) of the Act - where brought to notice of high court that proceedings in which sentence was imposed were not in accordance with justice.
Criminal Procedure - Written notice to appear in court in terms of section 56 of Act 51 of 1977 - payment of admission of guilt fine - once details thereof recorded in criminal record book deemed in terms of section 57(6) to be a conviction and sentence in respect of that offence. 
Criminal procedure – irregularity - offence preferred in notice referring to an Act which by then had been repealed - consequent deemed conviction and sentence after payment of admission of guilt fine irregular and set aside on review in terms of section 304(4) of the Act.
