Development of the Common Law – Constitutionality of the moderate / reasonable chastisement defence. Children’s rights to dignity, bodily integrity and the special protection enshrined in the constitution weighed against parents religious rights and parental powers/ obligations within a family context. International law obligations considered. No justification found for permitting the use of force which would be assault but for the defence.
